Haven't Renewed Your Dog License?

Dog license renewals are currently available
for purchase at City Hall. Dog licenses are
an annual requirement for all dogs residing
within the City of Goddard. Licenses are a
great way to quickly identify your dog in the
event that they go missing, and licensing lets
people know that your dog is up to date on
its rabies vaccinations and that its healthy.

The cost per dog license is $5. If your dog
has not been spayed or neutered, the cost
per dog license is $10. Applications are
available at City Hall!
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
