Register to receive information about our community and live updates in 
emergencies. Sign-up at www.goddardks.gov/pulse  

The City recently invested in a system that can contact residents quickly through automated 

voice calls, text messages, and email. The “Goddard Pulse” system can keep you informed in 

emergencies, and it can help keep you informed on local news and events. If you sign up on 

www.goddardks.gov/pulse you can select the areas you care about (home, work, church, etc), 

what types of information you will get updates on (community events, permits, road closures), 

and how you will be contacted (email, text, phone). 

The information provided will only be used by the City, and only for the purposes that you have 

requested. In the event of an emergency, public records and City information will be used to 

send out emergency notices. If for any reason you would like to opt-out of emergency notices, 

you can make that request by contacting the City.

The snow season is already upon us, and it is 

important that we stay safe. City staff will be 

doing everything they can when it snows to 

keep our streets free from snow, but to do that 

we are going to need some help from everyone.

not parked on the side of the roads. Park in driveways to allow snow plows to clean the streets. 

It is also important that you try to stay off the roads during snow storms. It can be dangerous to 

get caught in a storm, and City crews will be working to clear the roads. It is very helpful to City 

staff when you stay off the roads. If you are driving while snow is still being cleaned up please 

stay at least 100 feet back from snow plows.
