Winter Travel Kit  

Fats, oils, and grease can clog 

up sewer lines, and create big 

problems downstream 

Here are a few tips to help reduce the amount of fats, oils, and grease that you send down the drain. 

-Save it: Collect grease from your pan and let it cool before you throw it away, don’t send it down 

the drain with hot water! 

-Dry Clean up: Clean up food with dry methods like sweeping before you clean with water. 

-Drain Screens: Use to prevent larger items from getting clogged in the pipes. 

-Use paper: Paper products work great to clean up grease, because cloth can build up grease 

that you eventually send downstream.
